We do not allow any aggressive behaviors at camp or any behaviors that could interfere with another camper’s ability to fully enjoy their summer at camp. 

I understand that all safety rules and procedures must be followed. I understand that the Camp Director reserves the right to dismiss a camper from camp who violates the camp rules without tuition refund. I therefore agree to uphold the rules, cooperate with camp leaders and other participants, and contribute to the group’s well-being.
