Directions to Camp: 

We do not recommend using one of the main search engines to get directions to camp. 

· Take I-95 North to the Maine Turnpike.

· Depart the turnpike at Exit 48, Riverside Exit. 

· Turn right and continue through two traffic lights.

· Turn left at the third traffic light onto route 302 West.

· Continue West on 302 for 20-30 min., to the town of Raymond. 

· Turn right onto route 121, just after the Sunset Variety store.

· Continue on route 121 for a mile and a tenth, to David Plummer Road. You will see our Camp Hawthorne sign (with a loon) on the right-hand side of the road. 

· Follow David Plummer Rd. into Camp.



Odds & Ends:
· We like each camper to have one or more camp t-shirts. They can be purchased for $10/ea. They can be bought at camp or reserved and paid for in advance.
